Ernie was born in Germany and came to the U.S. in March 1958.  Four years later he joined the U.S. Army and they promptly sent him back to Baumholder, Germany for the next 2 ½ years.  He returned to the U.S. and in October, 1965 he was discharged from the Army with an Honorable Discharge.  He met his wife Lucie in Monrovia, California and they were married in April, 1966.  Along with a new wife, Ernie inherited four children, 2 boys and 2 girls, who he soon adopted.  In the first 9 years of marriage, he and Lucie had 2 more boys of their own, which made a total of 6 children to be raised!  


     Before coming to America, Ernie completed a 3 year apprenticeship as a coppersmith. When he came to the U.S. he worked at various places as a sheet metal worker.  For 19 years, he worked for DuPont in Monrovia, California.  In 1979, he and his family moved to Snoqualmie, Washington due to health reasons of his two youngest sons.  In Snoqualmie he bought “Red and White”, a general store, which he operated until 1981.  Due to a slump in the economy he had to sell the store.  At that time, a friend of his talked him into setting up a sheet metal shop in San Diego, California.  Two years later,   that shop folded and Lucie insisted they return to Washington.  So, back in Washington, he went to work for Boeing as a Tooling Inspector.  In 1995, he took advantage of the “Golden Handshake” and retired.  That is when Lucie and he moved to Eatonville and Ernie built her a 2,000 square foot “Quilt and Yarn” Shop, which is still in operation in Eatonville.   


     Two years after he retired from Boeing, he told Lucie he wanted to retire from her “Honey Do List” so he went back to work for another 5 years.  In 2002, when he was downsized from his job at Globe Industries in Tacoma, he retired completely.  His hobbies are fishing and being active in Lions, which he joined in 2001.
