   It is almost two months ago to the day that my daughter, Saliha, spoke to Andy when the feeling of desperation was overwhelming me after having knocked on every door possible and found no hope.  Andy and the Kent Lions Club was my last chance.  I had no idea how I was going to get through my life, or even the next day.  On the day my daughter Saliha spoke with Andy, Andy’s voice and supporting, comforting words were like that of an angel.  Andy assured me that everything would be fine and that I was not alone and she would do everything to have the Kent Lions Club help.  Andy set things in motion, followed up with my daughter and gave me so much more than just hope. 


   The Kent Lions Club organization gave me the support financially and the strength emotionally that I so desperately needed to carry on.  Because of the Kent Lions Club, I was able to get through these past two months, focusing on what was required in order to put my life back together and move forward, versus living in a constant state of near blindness and anxiety.


   Since my surgery, I regained my vision, my self-esteem and self-reliance once again. Now I can  walk by myself and I even started taking long walks again, happily look at the passers-by and appreciating the beauty of nature.  I also can read newspapers and watch my favorite TV shows. In other words, I feel like a normal human and best of all, I feel alive again, thanks to the Kent Lions. 


   In a philosophical context, I view Andy and the Kent Lions through a special kind of lens. Socrates defined two types of love – the first was agape, the love we feel for wives, husbands, children, family and the second was caritas, the love we have for our country, society and those less fortunate. Almost all of us have experienced “agape” at one time or another, but to find “caritas” in an individual is rare.  To find it in an organization, is virtually unique.
