                DG Tom was born is Shelton, Washington on May 22, 1935.  His family                                                             moved from Shelton to Carlson, WA. in the spring of 1936 and then to Eatonville, WA. in September, 1936.  He attended Eatonville schools from Kindergarten through High School and graduated from Eatonville High School in 1953.  He joined the U.S. Marine Corps in January 1954 and served in Korea and at Camp Pendleton, California until January 1957.  


He worked as a logger for two years and then started school at Bates Vocational Technical College in 1959.  He took boat building and carpentry classes.  In 1961, he started his apprenticeship in the boat building trade and received his journeyman certificate in 1964.  He worked in the boat building trade until 1968 and then worked as a construction carpenter until he took an early retirement in 1992.  


Tom married his wife, Joanne, in 1962.  She had three children from a previous marriage and they have one child of their own.  They celebrated their 44th anniversary on August 31, 2006.


Joanne also took early retirement in 1992 and they logged and ran a small sawmill on 2 parcels of timberland they own.  They built their own place with lumber they logged and milled and also a garage with living quarters for their daughter, her husband and family. 


They lived in Eatonville for the first 10 years of their marriage and then moved to Edgewood, Washington for 25 years.  They moved back to the Eatonville area in 1997.  


DG Tom was a member of the Eatonville Lions from 1969 through 1978.  He rejoined the club in 1998 and Joanne became a member in 2004.  As an Eatonville Lion, he served as Lion Tamer, Secretary and President.  He was Zone C-5 Chair in 2002-2003.  Tom has served as District C Membership Co-Chair and Public Relations Chair.  While serving as Vice District Governor last year, he helped establish 2 new clubs in District C and chaired the District C LEMPR meetings.   DG Tom is a recent graduate of the Northwest Lions Regional Leadership Institute for Lion Leaders. WOW – what a Lion!!!
